COURSE DESCRIPTION: Introduction   to painting, concepts, methods and technologies. Painting on canvas and other surfaces.  Prerequisites:  Beg. Painting I, Design I and   II, Drawing I and II. These five classes must be taken before enrolling in Art 2215. Beginning painting is conceived as a natural progression of the drawing and design experiences achieved in the prerequisite courses.  This is the second semester of beginning painting, which serves as the first course for declared Painting and Drawing majors. Students will begin to develop their own working style, working within loosely structured assignments.
COURSE TEXTBOOK:  You will select one of  these texts to purchase: The Oil Painting Book, Materials and Techniques for Today’s Artist, by Bill Creevy , or The Acrylics Book, Materials and Techniques, by  Barclay Sheaks. ( available at Voertman’s or the UNT bookstore)
COURSE OBJECTIVES: 

Develop working knowledge of paints, tools, equipment and methods associated with the practice of a painter

Prove this knowledge visually through production and completion of a series of assignments which focus on mastery of these techniques, methods and equipment, resulting in a portfolio

Have an increased knowledge of skill in multiple painting techniques and the formal application of composition

Have the confidence to utilize the methods acquired to create innovative solutions to challenging problems

Have the confidence to bring a clear verbal analysis to bear on her/himself and the work of your peers

Have the ability to identify resources that will assist you in the studio process-galleries, museums, lectures, libraries, websites, other artists, etc.

COURSE STRUCTURE:

In this course, you will work on six paintings . Each of the paintings will take about two weeks to complete. You are expected to work the entire time during class, as well as out of class, in order to complete these projects. We will cover a lot of technical information in this course; it is important that you are in class to learn these techniques. The course is designed for the students to combine mastery of   technical skills with their personal expression and experimentation. Prior to each assignment, an introductory lecture/presentation/demonstration will be given. If you are absent when this presentation occurs, it is your responsibility to obtain the information from another student. I will not repeat it. I will also expose you to art historical styles and concepts, as well as what is happening in painting  today . Group critiques will be announced and require mandatory attendance. Only finished work will be shown at critiques. Late work will not be accepted.  NO CELL PHONE/TEXTING  PERMITTED DURING CLASS

GRADING/ASSESSMENT: The majority of your grade will be based on the actual finished   artwork that you produce in class. In addition, your verbal participation, both with the instructor and in critiques, attitude, studio practice (AKA work ethic), technique exercises   and   research /preparation for each  painting will be  assessed. You will be assessed based on my analysis of the caliber of your fulfillment of the above course objectives and processes.

Your grade is calculated upon the following criteria:
 10  points research
90 points total for paintings (15 points each for both black and white paintings, YOU MUST KEEP ALL PAINTINGS PRODUCED IN THIS CLASS UNTIL THE COURSE’S END-DON’T RE—USE THE STRETCHERS OR PAINT OVER THE CANVASES!
100 points (You will know how you are doing at all times-if in doubt, ask me!)
Participation/Research:  you can receive a maximum of 10   points for this component. This means, be an active participant in class and critique, come to class with well prepared   collages/sketches that portray effort and thought. 
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ATTENDANCE POLICY: You will be allowed two absences for the semester.  10 points will be deducted from your  final grade for each absence occurring afterwards.  You will be dropped from the course with a WF after five absences.

If you are concerned as to hazards, supply yourself with latex gloves when handling paint, use a respirator when fumes are present, dispose of oil soaked rags in the provided receptacles, and dispose of solvents in the provided containers. Maintain your personal safety in the shop when building supports for your works using eye protection. Always abide by shop rules when using power equipment and pass the wood shop tests as prepared by the shop technician. 

B UILDING EMERGENCY PROCEDURES: In case of emergency (alarm will sound) , please follow the building evacuation plans posted on each floor of your building and proceed to the nearest parking lot.
