Course Objectives:

This course is designed to introduce students to the International Phonetic Alphabet (IPA) and develop skills in broad and narrow transcription of Standard American English (SAE), regional dialects, and English influence upon native speakers of other languages.  An overview of the acquisition of sounds in typically developing children and phonology will also be included.

Learner competencies include:

· Knowledge of the vowels and consonants of the International Phonetic Alphabet.

· Broad transcription of sounds, single words, and connected speech.

· Narrow transcription of single words and connected speech.

· Transcription of regional dialects, i.e. Spanish influenced English.

· Identification of general sound development patterns.

· Introductory knowledge of phonological processes

Course Requirements:

Transcription Exams:

Chapter Exams/class work:

Students cheating or suspected of cheating on a chapter exam are subject to receiving a zero for that exam.  Makeup exams must be requested prior to the date of the scheduled exam and will only be given for sufficient reason.  Exceptions will only be given for extreme emergencies and documentation will be required.  Chapter make up exams may not be in the same format as the regularly scheduled exams. Students who miss an exam will be given a zero.  Chapter make up exams may only be taken on the scheduled "make up" days noted on the course calendar.  Class work is not subject to make up work.
