The students will take three examinations, satisfactorily complete a clinic tour and write a report, and submit the completed audiogram interpretation packet. Clinic tours will be done at pre-scheduled times convenient to the UNT Speech and Hearing Clinic personnel, the teaching assistant, and the students. Reports for the tour should be NO MORE than two pages (double-spaced with 12 point font) and must be submitted in a week following completion of the activity. The audiogram interpretation packet will be handed out in the latter half of the semester. Students are to work on it independently and turn in the answers within one week.
