COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will introduce students to the contributions of anthropology in public health.  It highlights the socio-cultural perspective on the fundamentals of public health, including but not limited to international health, domestic health, epidemiology, infectious disease, child survival, women's and men's health, and health policy.

E-journals and Blackboard:  Some of the articles you are required to read are available through e- journals and some of they are available on Blackboard (course webpage).  
E- journals are electronic journals to which the library subscribes.  There are 2 ways to access e-journal articles:

1. Go to the “e-journals” page of the library (http://dq4wu5nl3d.search.serialssolutions.com/), and type the name of the journal for which you are looking.  You then must locate the volume # and issue # to find the specific article you need.  
2. Go to the “find online articles” page of the library http://www.library.unt.edu/find-online-articles  and simply type in the article title.  If you are off-campus, you may need to log on with your EUID/password. 

Articles that are not available via e- journals are on our course webpage on Blackboard.  To access Blackboard, go to learn.unt.edu.  Type in your EUID and password.  You should see this course listed on your “My Courses”.  Find the article you need.  

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

1. Attendance and participation in classroom discussions (10%). Since this course is conducted as a seminar, participation is essential. Class participation makes up 10% of your final grade. Obviously, if you are absent you cannot contribute to discussions, so a high level of attendance is required for a good grade. If you have more than one unexcused absence, your grade will go down. Students are responsible for all materials and announcements presented in class, whether or not they were there.  Graduate students will be responsible for leading at least 1 class discussion. 
2. Reading and abstract assignment (40% each).  Each week you will have a set of core articles to read.  In addition, each student will read an individual article and present it in class to foster discussion.  Graduate students will write a summary and analysis abstract on your individual article each week.  Undergraduates will write a summary and analysis abstract on your individual article every other week.  Last name A-J will turn in an abstract on 1-15, 1-29, 2-12, 2-26, 3-26, and 4-9.  Last name M-V will turn in an abstract on 1-22, 2-5, 2-19, 3-5, 4-2, and 4-16.  April 23 on Health Policy will be a make-up abstract day for either group. You can use this abstract to either make-up work that you missed or to replace a low abstract grade.  A model for abstracts will be handed out during the first class.  THIS IS A HUGE PART OF YOUR GRADE!
3.  Midterm (25%).  There will be a take home essay midterm due on March 19th.  
4. Research paper and graduate student presentation (25%).  Each student will write a research paper within the topic of anthropology in public health.  You may explore any topic that interests you, but all topics must be approved by the instructor.  All papers must be typed in Times New Roman, 12 pt. font, and 1 inch margins.  All papers are due on April 30th.  No late papers will be accepted.  Graduate students will also present their research papers to the class using a PowerPoint presentation or Prezi to highlight the main points of their findings.  These presentations will take place on April 30th and May 7th.  Attendance is mandatory for the entire class.  Further guidelines and instructions will be discussed in class.  
Withdrawal:  If you are unable to complete this course you must withdraw by Feb. 21 (for a “W” with instructor approval), by March 25 (for a “W” or “WF,” as determined by the instructor, with instructor approval).  Withdrawing from a course is a formal procedure which YOU must initiate.  I cannot do it for you.  If you simply stop attending and do not withdraw, you will receive a performance grade, usually an “F.”

Any work not meeting this standard will be evaluated in a hearing before the student; infractions will merit dismissal from the master’s program.
