Course Description/Objectives: Taught entirely in Spanish; the purpose of this course is to familiarize students with the study of Spanish and Spanish-American literature.  The course is also an introduction to literary analysis. At the end of this course, you will be familiar with Spanish and Spanish-American writers and their masterpieces, literary movements, and will have a better understanding of historical background.

Prerequisites:  SPAN 3090 and one from 3060, 3070, or 3080, unless you are under an older than 2010 catalog. Your rate of succeeding in this class increases if you have taken at least one upper level course before taking this one.

Course Policies:
· This is a Spanish course; it will be taught in Spanish. 

· You must complete assignments on time. All work you produce must be your own AND NOT previously submitted to other classes or this one.  

Assignments:  

Students will turn in assignments at the end of each class. They all must be properly labeled and kept until the end of the session (after I grade them and return it to you).   

Remember your answers MUST be your own answers. Do NOT submit answers that you have previously submitted (to my classes or other professors). 

Warning: The first homework of each unit is VERY long. 
Failure to follow specified procedures on assignments will result in the students not receiving credit for the activities.  
Unit Exams:

Students will take unit exams to close each unit. The exam for the third unit will serve as your final exam.
Application of Concepts Papers: 
You will choose one piece, which we have not covered in class, from Units I, II, and III to write a paper where you will demonstrate you have understood and mastered the concepts per each unit. In the first one, you will select a short story or a novel. In the second unit you must select a poem and in the last unit a play. 
Since there will not be enough texts for everyone in the textbook, students must find texts from other sources –library, internet, anthologies, etc.  Students will clear the name of the texts they will want to analyze with the instructor before working on it. Look at the “Schedule of Activities” for specific dates. All the papers will be different (one text per student). You will use TurnItIn to turn in your papers AND will provide me with a hardcopy. 
If you don’t upload the paper via Turnitin you won’t be able to give me a hardcopy (You will receive a zero on the assignment). 
Assessments:

You will have daily quizzes based on the assigned reading pages. 
Note on assessments: There will be NO make-ups if you are absent.    
Attendance/Participation:

Attendance is mandatory. You must contact your instructor if you can’t attend class the same day of the absence. If you don’t make any contact, the absence will not be considered excused. Your instructor will tell you what to do about the absence (if it will be excused or not or what documentation to present).You will receive 4 grades in participation. 
NOTA: You will be dropped from the class if at any point of the session you are absent for a week (4 days) without contacting the instructor.
