COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This is an introductory linguistics course which will introduce students to the field of linguistics -- the scientific study of language. We will focus on various aspects of language: the structure of language (phonetics, phonology, morphology, and syntax), language acquisition, language use, language variation, and language change. We will examine the ways in which linguists analyze and describe language, what we "know" when we use a language, and what language reveals about human beings and human culture. We will also learn how to apply what we learn about language structure to analyze language data from English and other languages of the world.
