EVALUATION PROCEDURE

A. There will be 2 examinations (a mid-term and a final) that will comprise 60% of your final grade.  Only objective questions (50 in each examination) will be used to test your understanding of content presented in class, textbook, films and by guest speakers, even if you are absent from class.  Each examination will only cover selected chapters.  The 2 examinations will not be comprehensive and with attendance will comprise 60% of the student’s grade.  The other 40% of the course grade will involve a research paper, an interview with a professional in the field, and the report on a 12 step meeting. 

B. Classes will begin on time and tardiness will NOT be tolerated.  If a student is late to class, please enter QUIETLY.  A student should NOT leave early because this behavior disrupts the class. 

C. Attendance will impact the calculation of the student’s final average. The student will receive 5 points for each class.  The attendance point total will be averaged as an additional exam grade. Attendance is defined as coming to class on time and staying until the instructor has dismissed the class.  Class attendance will be taken daily as documentation. Signing for others will constitute cheating and may result in removal from class.

D. Acceptable Student Behavior:  Student behavior that interferes with an instructor’s ability to conduct class or other students' opportunity to learn is unacceptable; disruptive behavior will not be tolerated in any instructional forum at UNT. Students engaging in unacceptable behavior will be directed to leave the classroom and the instructor may refer the student to the Dean of Students to determine if a violation of the Code of Student Conduct occurred. I. A three to five page paper on issues related to addiction, substance abuse, family impact, codependency, drug education and/or prevention.  Must have a minimum of 3 legitimate, professional sources (not High Times) and be word processed.  APA format  (20%)
J. An interview with a professional person in the field of counseling or drug treatment, criminal justice or law enforcement.  1 - 2 page report on the interview. Must be word processed  (10%) Questions for the interview will be developed by the student.
K. Attend one 12 step group meeting (OA, AA, NA, AlAnon, Alateen) Signed document from the leader of the group meeting and a 1 - 2 page report on the experience. Must be word processed.  (10%)    * omitting this assignment will result in a student receiving a C as a final grade in the class.
