Becoming a Professional/Class Procedures 
1) Professional Expectations

One of the most important objectives the instructor has in this course is to help you initiate (or continue) steps to becoming a professional.  As such, there are some “professional expectations” that both your instructor and the university has of you: The university's expectations for student conduct apply to all instructional forums, including university and electronic classroom, labs, discussion groups, field trips, etc. The Code of Student Conduct can be found at www.unt.edu/csrr.

a. You are expected to be in class, prepared, and ready to participate on time. Once the instructor has started class, anyone coming in the door after that will be considered late and given a warning.
b. You are expected to be respectful to your instructor and classmates.  

c. When you arrive for class, you are to take your cell phone, blackberry, blueberry, iPhone, Curve, Storm, etc. out, silence it and place face down on your desk.  You are not to have earphones in or any other electronic equipment turned on in the class.

d. You may audio record the lectures or use your personal computer only for taking notes. 

e. Class is not over until the instructor says “Peace and have a great day!”  Until she makes this statement students will not begin to put their things away and gather up their gear.  This is distracting and creates a bit of a “Domino Effect”.  Huge mistake!  The instructor decides when class is over, not the students.

f. Students who do not comply to the ABOVE LISTED classroom rules and code of student conduct will be receive a warning.  
g. After 3 warnings students will leave class and schedule a meeting with the assistant chair. 
h. After 6 warnings the student will leave class, and will schedule a meeting with the chair.  This student will not be allowed to return until after the aforementioned meeting.
i. After 7 warnings the student will be dropped from this class. 
2) Absences/Tardys- 
Attendance will be taken in order for your instructor to get to know you.  If you need to arrive at a specific class later than normal or leave earlier than normal, please let the instructor know.  Arriving late or leaving early is NOT to be a general practice. Note that attendance will typically be taken by the instructor via a seating chart.  Choose where you want to sit by the 2nd class period and this will be your assigned seat for the remainder of the semester.   I do not do this to punish anyone, but only so that I can get to know all of the students.  
When absent, the student will not be allowed to make up in-class assignments. 
Course Requirements
1) Examinations – 2 Exams @ 150 points 
There will be two formal examinations in class.  These exams will contain 75 questions worth 2 points apiece.  Examinations will consist largely of multiple choice items, true false and matching. You are expected to be present for each examination. Do NOT ask for an exception to take an examination at some other time.  If you arrive late for the start of an examination and any student has already completed the examination, you will NOT be permitted to take the examination and will need to reschedule for a make-up exam.  This exam will be different from the original and may be all short answer essays. The exams will not be cumulative. The exam dates are listed in the schedule.  

No make-up exams will be given, except in the case of an emergency. It is your responsibility to contact the instructor to report the emergency immediately if an exam is missed.  In the event that a student arrives late on an exam day and one or more students have already completed the exam, the late student will not be allowed to take the exam and will receive a much more difficult version. 

2) Assignments–
a. One major project- (100 points) - Educational-Outreach–Proposal- & Discussion Paper- Based on a Mental Health- Age Related Issue- 

i. Part I-Paper (50 points)- You will research a specific age related Mental Health issue from the following: Infancy and childhood (0-5 and 6-12), Adolescence and emerging adulthood (12-17 and 18-24), Adulthood: increasing responsibility and middle-age (25-45 and 45-65), Older people: the retirement years (65-80 and 80+). As the writer you will describe, the definition of the problem, the scope of the problem, typical treatments/interventions for the problem, social implications if applicable and research in the area.
Part II- Outreach Proposal  (50 points) you will create a proposed educational program for the age related Mental Health issue you chose to write about in PART I with a mental health emphasis.  Be creative, have fun and think outside the box as you put together a “rough” draft and final draft of this item.  (Examples: brochure, power point presentation, multi-page flyer, or website)  Remember this final draft needs to be professional, creative, inspiring and innovative.

b. In-Class assignments- ( 100 Possible Points)
In-Class assignments there will be several in class assignments related to the Mental Health material. Some are specific exercises that relate to analyzing and improving personal mental health. The goal of completing these exercises is to provide an opportunity for introspection and increased self-awareness.  These assignments will be posted on Blackboard and in class and discussed during class time in more detail.
Blackboard Discussion sessions/research- will occur both prior to, during and after our class discussions.  During class there will be classroom rules that all students must adhere to in order to continue participating.  If a student commits an infraction of these rules he/she will lose her in-class privileges to participate for the remainder of the semester.  The rules are as follows: 

1) students must be using their electronic devices for discussion 

boards/research only! 

2) Students will place their devices face down on their desks when the discussion section is completed!

3) Students will conduct themselves in a professional manner at all times during the discussions and will not send anything inappropriate or disrespectful to the online board comments.
