COURSE SYLLABUS

EDME 3380: TEACHING AND LEARNING IN THE MIDDLE GRADES

Prerequisite: Admission to the teacher education program (includes participation in a field-based program), an adolescent / lifespan development course, and an educational-application computer course.
Course Description

Teaching and Learning in the Middle Grades. 3 hours. This course provides middle level teacher candidates with the knowledge and skills to teach young adolescents.  Topics include (1) young adolescent development, (2) the middle level philosophy and school organization, (3) middle level curriculum, instruction, and assessment teaching skills, and (4) middle level profession roles.

Course Objectives

At the beginning, or an initial level, prior to the professional internship year, the student should be able to
1. Demonstrate knowledge of the characteristics and responsibilities of the effective teacher. 

2. Demonstrate an understanding of developmentally appropriate practices, cultural diversity, special needs, multiple intelligences, and learning styles. 

3. Demonstrate knowledge of various teaching-learning theories.

4. As a part of lesion and/or unit planning, write appropriate learning goals and objectives (behavioral and non-behavioral) in the cognitive, affective, and psychomotor domains that align with the TEKS and TAKS. 

5. Engage in systematic, reflective lesson and unit planning, which includes (a) planning for instructional adaptations and modifications, (b) planning for integrated, interdisciplinary teaching and learning, (c) aligning instruction with the TEKS and TAKS, and (d) using available materials and resources. 

6. Demonstrate knowledge of direct and indirect instructional strategies (for teaching concepts, generalizations, and skills) and apply this knowledge in lesson and/or unit planning. 

7. Demonstrate knowledge of motivational strategies and apply this knowledge in lesson and/or unit planning.

8. Demonstrate knowledge of effective communication practices in the classroom and apply this knowledge in lesson and/or unit planning. 

9. Demonstrate knowledge of effective discussion/questioning strategies and apply this knowledge in lesson and/or nit planning.

10. Demonstrate knowledge of the interdisciplinary concept model for curriculum development and apply this knowledge in lesson and/or unit planning.

11. Demonstrate knowledge of how visual art, music, drama, and dance integrate the study of history, criticism, aesthetics, and production and apply this knowledge in lesson and/or unit planning. 

12. Demonstrate knowledge of technology integration (based on technology—related TEKS) and apply this knowledge in lesson and/or unit planning.

13. Demonstrate knowledge of how organize children and materials for self-directed and group learning and apply this knowledge in the creation of lesson plans, unit plans, and/or learning centers, etc. 

14. Demonstrate knowledge of principles of classroom management and apply this knowledge in the development of a plan for classroom management and a plan for the physical arrangement of a classroom.

15. Demonstrate knowledge of how to maintain classroom order and discipline and apply this knowledge in the development of a classroom discipline plan. 

16. Demonstrate knowledge of traditional and alternative assessments and apply this knowledge in lesson and/or unit planning. 

17. Demonstrate knowledge of measuring achievement for the purposes of feedback, motivation, grading, establishment of proficiency, evaluation of instruction, and other uses.

18. Demonstrate knowledge of various grading practices and apply this knowledge by using a defensible grading system to assign grades to a hypothetical set of test scores.

(22)  Research/Research Plan. Students ask open-ended research questions and develop a plan for answering them.

(23)  Research/Gathering Sources. Students determine, locate, and explore the full range of relevant sources addressing a research question and systematically record the information they gather.

(25)  Research/Organizing and Presenting Ideas. Students organize and present their ideas and information according to the purpose of the research and their audience.

(26)  Listening and Speaking/Listening. Students will use comprehension skills to listen attentively to others in formal and informal settings.

(27)  Listening and Speaking/Speaking. Students speak clearly and to the point, using the conventions of language. Students will continue to apply earlier standards with greater complexity. Students are expected to give an organized presentation with a specific point of view, employing eye contact, speaking rate, volume, enunciation, natural gestures, and conventions of language to communicate ideas effectively.

The Educator as Agent of Engaged Learning:

Improving the quality of education in Texas schools and elsewhere is the goal of programs for the education of educators at the University of North Texas. To achieve this goal, programs leading to teacher certification and advanced programs for educators at the University of North Texas (1) emphasize content, curricular, and pedagogical knowledge acquired through research and informed practice of the academic disciplines, (2) incorporate the Texas Teacher Proficiencies for learner centered education, (3) feature collaboration across the university and with schools and other agencies in the design and delivery of programs, and (4) respond to the rapid demographic, social, and technological change in the United States and the world. 

The educator as agent of engaged learning summarizes the conceptual framework for UNT's basic and advanced programs. This phrase reflects the directed action that arises from simultaneous commitment to academic knowledge bases and to learner centered practice. "Engaged learning" signifies the deep interaction with worthwhile and appropriate content that occurs for each student in the classrooms of caring and competent educators. "Engaged learning" features the on-going interchange between teacher and student about knowledge and between school and community about what is worth knowing. This conceptual framework recognizes the relationship between UNT and the larger community in promoting the commitment of a diverse citizenry to life-long learning. In our work of developing educators as agents of engaged learning, we value the contributions of professional development schools and other partners and seek collaborations which advance active, meaningful, and continuous learning. 
Seeing the engaged learner at the heart of a community that includes educators in various roles, we have chosen to describe each program of educator preparation at UNT with reference to the following key concepts, which are briefly defined below.

1. Content and curricular knowledge refers to the grounding of the educator in content knowledge and knowledge construction and in making meaningful to learners the content of the PreK-16 curriculum. 

2. Knowledge of teaching and assessment refers to the ability of the educator to plan, implement, and assess instruction in ways that consistently engage learners or, in advanced programs, to provide leadership for development of programs that promote engagement of learners. 

3. Promotion of equity for all learners refers to the skills and attitudes that enable the educator to advocate for all students within the framework of the school program. 

4. Encouragement of diversity refers to the ability of the educator to appreciate and affirm formally and informally the various cultural heritages, unique endowments, learning styles, interests, and needs of learners. 

5. Professional communication refers to effective interpersonal and professional oral and written communication that includes appropriate applications of information technology.

6. Engaged professional learning refers to the educator's commitment to ethical practice and to continued learning and professional development. 

Through the experiences required in each UNT program of study, we expect that basic and advanced students will acquire the knowledge, skills, and dispositions appropriate to the educational role for which they are preparing or in which they are developing expertise. 

A broad community stands behind and accepts responsibility for every engaged learner. UNT supports the work of PreK-16 communities through basic and advanced programs for professional educators and by promoting public understanding of issues in education.
