Course Goals and Objectives:
As a result of this course, the student will:

1. Become familiar with printed resources available concerning a variety of pedagogical topics.
1. Music bibliographies and discographies

2. Histories of instruments

3. Music Pedagogy

4. Periodicals

5. Instrument Repair

2. Become knowledgeable about pedagogical concepts for all woodwind instruments.
3. Become acquainted with a broad base of etude and technical studies available in teaching the clarinet.

4. Be able to describe and prescribe clarinet method books for different levels and types of learners at the beginning, intermediate, and advanced levels. 

5. Discuss and demonstrate common pedagogy, diagnostic skills, and strategies in teaching.

6. Formulate a “belief” system for teaching by considering what skills are appropriate to teach, when in a student’s development to teach them, and why and how to best approach differing skill sets.

Objectives will be accomplished by the following:
1. Creating annotated lists of pedagogical references. 

2. Preparing for each day’s seminar discussion topics.

3. Participation in each day’s seminar discussions.
4. Creating a written timeline/history/pedagogical family tree for your instrument.

5. Presenting an oral report on the history of your instrument.
Grade will be based upon:

1.  Class discussion preparation and participation:  50%
Class discussions and assignments regarding pedagogy are essential to the course; thus, attendance and class participation are mandatory.

QUESTIONS FOR CONSIDERATION IN DISCUSSION PREPARATION FOR EACH CLASS:

Identify a minimum of five online sources, exercises, or articles for each day’s discussion topic.  Please bring 2 hard copies of the articles to class to pass in addition to knowing the web addresses or links.

Consider the following questions:

1. What are the fundamental skills/concepts that every student should understand/master about the given day’s topic?  Are differing skill sets acceptable/tolerable for beginning students?  Intermediate students?  Advanced students? 

2. How were you introduced to the given area?  Do you remember? Was this method successful?  Would you use it again?

3. What new strategies did you read about in the pedagogy books?  What strategies did you already know?  Which might work best for varying age groups?

4. Bring examples of exercises you find helpful in developing each week’s concept.  You may find these in technical study books, online, or among exercises you have been assigned.

5. Can you create your own exercises to reinforce a given concept?  Can you find your version of an “ideal” exercise?  Can you create one?

2.  Pedagogy Reference Annotations: 25%
Using the bibliography provided, create an annotated listing of each title on the list.  

· Be sure to include bibliographical information.  
· Title and author

· Basic content of the book.

· Purpose or possible use of the book.
Address the following:

· Is the book useful?  

· Is the book current or outdated?  

· What topics of pedagogy does the book address?  

Use these references in preparation for class discussions and to better formulate your ideas on developing teaching strategies for the discussions as listed below.
3.  Oral History Presentation: 10%
