The course is a multivariable version of the familiar 1710-1720 Calculus sequence, which obviously is a prerequisite. It is designed to make students proficient with the concepts of Limit, Continuity, Differentiability, and Integrability of vector-valued functions of two and three variables. Various tools of geometric, analytic, and physical nature, centered about the concept of vector, will be developed. The high point of the course consists in several classical instances of Stokes’ Theorem.
