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I. Course Description

The course will introduce basic concepts, thinkers, and writings important to the study of philosophy and will highlight four areas:

1. survey of the basic divisions of Western philosophy

2. emphasis on readings and interaction with various germane texts

3. thinking through pertinent philosophical issues and controversies

4. doing philosophy

II. Course Objectives

1. begin to understand and formulate a worldview

2. develop the ability to think critically – increasing the ability to process and utilize information

3. begin to understand the worldview of others – increasing consideration and interaction

4. develop problem solving skills

5. develop written and oral communication skills

III. Course Textbook

Required Texts:

1) Fifty Readings Plus, 2nd edition by Donald Abel
2) various handouts delivered via Blackboard
IV. Evaluation of Student Performance

1. Class Attendance & Participation – I give frequent pop quizzes that cannot be made up.  Therefore, regular attendance is necessary.  Also, due to the dialectical nature of philosophy, the format of this class requires class discussion, which requires students there to discuss.  Participation does factor into the grading rubric.
2. Reading Quizzes - There will be random reading quizzes that will cover the assigned readings; the lowest TWO quiz grades will be dropped.  These quizzes are to ensure that the student is reading the assignments and to compel the student to attend class on time.  They will be administered at the beginning of class.  There will be NO make-up reading quizzes.  The objective of these assignments is to evaluate the student’s reading and establish attendance. 
3. Exams – The content of the exams will be based on class lectures, reading, and discussion.  You will have 4 exams: Three regular semester exams and the final exam.  The format of the exams includes both quantitative and qualitative sections.  The quantitative section will include multiple choice, T/F, and/or fill-in-the-blank questions and will be worth 40% of the test.  The qualitative section will require the student to write a short essay and will be worth 60% of the test.  
Grading Breakdown:
Class Attendance and Participation: 5 pts.

Reading Quizzes: 15 pts.

Exams: 4 x 20 = 80 pts.

V. Policies
